Burkhard, offering parents the opportunity to work hands-on with their children and their digital cameras, to create artwork
in response to the exhibition.

Julie led a digital photography workshop enabling children to shoot, print and construct large mobile digital photographs. Using
simple everyday objects, digital cameras and image manipulating software the participants created a range of images and learnt
techniques associated with digital technology.

Gallery 37, 2005
Gallery 37 pilot - lead artist. This project took place over 4 weeks as an intensive training for young people who are classified
as NEET (not in employment, education or training). Based in 4 marquess in the centre of Edinburgh, digital image manipulation,
camera handling and scanning techniques were employed with the final output being digital prints, T-shirts, screensavers, artists
books etc.

Over and beyond this technical skills training, our aims were also to provide employability skills that were identifiable within
the project including amongst others, confidence building,

Supported by the Scottish Arts Council, Axis Learning held a day of
workshops at the CCA to provide practical arts training for Scottish teachers. The day included hands-on workshops with three
artists: ‘light, sculpture and movement’ with Julie Read, ‘kinetic art and architecture’ with Natalie Taylor and ‘web-based graphics
and illustration’ with Mandy McIntosh.

Fred Tomselli was born in Santa Monica in 1956 and came of age, as he puts it, in the California of the 1970s – ‘basically the
1960s with birth defects – a mutant excess of PCP1 and arena rock’. Drugs and music have remained important to him throughout
his career, as material for collage and fuel for the imagination (respectively).

This workshop, delivered over 2 evenings was designed to engage young people in digital technology and the visual themes of
the exhibition. This was achieved through scanning objects, manipulating, repetition and printing.
